Samaritan Housing Initiative 

� HAND is able to request from HUD up to 
$1,898,169 for a new project under the 
“Samaritan Housing Initiative”

� This dollar amount is based on a calculation 
from HUD (15% of the Continuum’s pro-rata 
need)



Eligible Projects

� Supportive Housing Program (SHP) 
Permanent Housing Projects

� Shelter + Care Projects

� Projects must exclusively serve the 
chronically homeless



Definition of Chronically Homeless

� HUD defines a chronically homeless person as an 
unaccompanied homeless individual with a disabling 
condition who has been continuously homeless for a 
year or more OR who has had at least four (4) 
episodes of homelessness in the past three (3) 
years.

� HUD defines the term “homeless” as “a person 
sleeping in a place not meant for human habitation 
(e.g. living on the streets, for example) OR living in a 
homeless emergency shelter.”



Eligible Applicants

� Must have been providing services for at 
least one year

� Must be members of HAND
– Have up-to-date membership dues paid
– Have been involved with HAND for at least the 

past year

� Additional project-specific eligibility



Ineligible Projects

� Transitional Housing Projects (TH)

� Supportive Services Only (SSO)
� Section 8 Moderate Rehabilitation SRO



New Projects: Supportive Housing 
Program (SHP)

� SHP Permanent Housing projects must:
– Minimally be a two or three year project
– Request no more than $1,898,169 total
– A maximum of 20% of the amount requested may 

be used for supportive services
– A maximum of 5% of the amount requested may 

be used for administrative purposes

Review Process

� Projects will be reviewed and scored by the 
Project Review Committee

� The Project Review Committee will make a 
recommendation to HAND’s Board of 
Directors on which project should be chosen 
as the #1 bonus project.

� Only 1 new project will be identified. 



Appeals Process

� All renewal and new applicants will have the 
opportunity to appeal any decision of the 
Project Review Committee 

� Details on the appeals process, including 
deadlines, will be outlined after the Project 
Review Committee has reviewed all projects  
(in August).  



Appeals Process

� All appeals will be submitted in writing

� All appeals will be reviewed by a Appeals 
Committee

� Members of the Appeals Committee will not 
have any projects that receive HUD 
McKinney-Vento funding



Rapid Re-housing for Families 
Demonstration Initiative  

� HUD has announced it is making some 
money available for a “Rapid Re-housing for 
Families Demonstration Initiative”.
– $25 million nationwide

� No further information is available at this 
time; further details will be provided in July 
after the NOFA is released.
